Music Program Requirements

The successful applicants:

e Will attend individual lessons on their instrument for the duration of their time at
Chisholm College.

o Wil be required to participate in College music activities as deemed appropriate
by the Director of Music.

e Will be required to participate in the following ensemble and timetabled classes
at Chisholm Catholic College:

Year 7:

An extra-curricular ensemble held once perweek.

Years 8 to 10:
Music Studies class as part of their timetabled classes and an extra- curricular
ensemble held once per week.
¢ In addition to the above, the successful applicants will demonstrate:
i. a positive commitment to their academic studies;
ii. a positive attitude in alignment with the ethos of Chisholm Catholic College;
iii. an appropriate behaviour record; and
iv. an excellent attendance record.
e Successful applicants will meet with the Director of Music at the end of each year
to review that the scholarship requirements are being upheld; in interview and/or
audition format, to be communicated by the Director of Music.
